CLASSROOM PROCEDURES FOR MISBEHAVIOR IN MRS. PARROTT’S CLASS
There will be logical consequences for poor behavior!
Examples:
· Playing with a toy = Lose it until after school that day
· Passing note = It will be read aloud and edited by the class.
· Tipping in chair and falling = Lose chair for 20 minutes

· Chewing gum = Scrape gum off the ground in hallways
· Talking with neighbor during quiet times = Move apart
· Saying “Shut up” or other put down = $250 fine “Parrott Pay”
· Cheating on test = Score of zero on the test & Recess Academy
· Text messaging or cell ringing during school hours = 1st time - teacher collects the phone; 2nd time – principal takes the phone & parents pick up 
· Missing work = Responsibility Club & $200 fine “Parrott Pay”

· Late to class = Pay $50 fine to Attendance monitor

· Disrupting class = Move to “Bermuda” for 10 minutes

2 times in one day = 20 minutes

3 times in one day = Moved to another classroom for 20 minutes

4 times in one day = Office referral

“Blurt Box”
“Blurting” is when you talk or yell out to the teacher during class without raising your hand and waiting to be called upon.

Consequences:
Your initials on the board = Warning

1 check = 10 minutes at “Bermuda”
2 checks in one day = 20 minutes at “Bermuda”
3 checks in one day = Recess Academy & benched for lunch recess
“Responsibility Club”
If you do not complete your homework, you will miss your first recess. Pay your Police Officer a $200 fine “Parrott Pay,” sign in at the library, and silently complete your assignment. Turn late work in on the Late Work shelf on Mrs. Parrott’s desk.
“Recess Academy”
Spend the first 10 minutes of lunch recess with Mrs. Parrott 

to discuss, reflect, and practice skills necessary to be a respectful, participating student. Then you will sit on the bench for the remaining recess time.
